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TELL THE STORY
Choose these activities to help you reinforce the story we have just learnt about.

Retell The Story With Lego
Today's story is an unusual one and not in most
Children's Bibles, so to retell it today watch the
video then retell it to your grown up with lego or
other toys.

Read An Adult Bible
Today's story is less usual, but not too tricky to
read in a grown up Bible.  You can find it in
Matthew 21:28-31, try the NCV version here as
it's easier to read.

GET ACTIVE
Choose these activities if your child enjoys physical activities  & games.

Simon Says
It's a classic for a reason!  Today's story is about
following Jesus and obeying him.  Play Simon
says and chat about obeying.  Make it fun with
animal noises, dance moves and body
contorting moves!

Follow The Leader
Talk about how Jesus is our leader and we want
to follow him, then follow a leader who will take
everyone on an adventure walk, make it as
crazy as possible with lots of climbing over
things, ducking under tables etc

HANDS ON
Choose these activities if your child enjoys getting creative and constructing things.

Apples or Onions
In today's story what the sons said did were two
different things!  Jesus wants what we say and what
we do to be consistent (be the same).  I made two
caramel apples (but one was really an onion!) to
demonstrate this, you can try the same following the
instructions with a grown up from BBC Goodfood.  See
if you can get someone to eat an onion!

Speed Obeying
Today's story is all about obeying Jesus because

we want to follow him and thank him for all he has

done for us.  Challenge your kids to write 'yes' as

many times as they can in one minute, even better

see if they can beat you!  This sounds really dull, but

kids love a challenge!

CRAFTY
Choose these activities if your child loves to cut, stick, sprinkle glitter and create!

Egg Box Grapes
In the story the sons were asked to go work in
the vineyard which is where they grow grapes. 
 Try making these egg box grapes from Crafty
Crafted.

Painted Grapes
Or try these painted grapes from Crafty
Morning.  If you'd like to make it hands on use
finger painting instead of brushes.
